In the case of serious emergency during your study abroad program, you should contact the 
following prior to reaching out to the Office of International Engagement:  

• The local equivalent of 911 (if needed)  
• The nearest U.S. embassy or consulate (if needed)  
• The on-site program representative (this could be your program coordinator or director)
